What does a Transportation Coordinator (TC) do?

You're our direct link to your organization. Your participation is essential to our work promoting
access to transportation, reducing drive-alone trips, improving air quality, and creating a more
vibrant and livable neighborhood.

You connect us with your co-workers to inform them on local transportation options and
available programs. Part of that responsibility involves helping us promote our programs. You
share information from Go Lloyd about transportation services, traffic and construction alerts,
and neighborhood events. In exchange, we want to hear from you by providing us with valuable
feedback about transportation and neighborhood concerns from your co-workers.
